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INTENT

In Year 8 Spanish we introduce pupils to Spanish phonics and enable them to communicate about themselves, their family, their school and hobbies. We introduce the present tense and look
at adjectival agreement. We also introduce pupils to culturally significant events in the Spanish-speaking world e.g. Dia de los Muertos, Navidad y Reyes, and Semana Santa.
