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    INTENT
	In the first year of the GCSE course, we follow the AQA GCSE French Higher Textbook (supplementing with foundation as required) and Activehub resources (units 1-5). We revisit and embed the grammatical constructions learned at KS3 and pupils’ grammatical understanding is developed to enable them to use more complex constructions. The four skill areas (listening, reading, speaking and writing) are practised in lessons and due attention given to phonics. Pupils are exposed to the range of skills and tasks they will encounter at GCSE level through FAR tasks and assessments.
